The Directory of Criminal Justice Issues in the States is a handy reference to state 
activities and research in criminal justice. The book is organized into five sections 
for easy use. 

• Section I contains a brief summary of the Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) research 
and analysis activities listed in the Directory. It focuses on the major criminal 
justice policy issues confronting the states in 1990. 

• Section II provides a detailed listing of SAC activities including the project title, a 
brief description, data sources used, date of completion, and a contact person for 
each SAC activity. The list is in alphabetical order by state to aid the reader in 
locating a particular state or agency. 

• Section III is an index of all SAC activities by issue area. The 38 issue areas found 
in the index are listed on page 56. 

• Section IV includes a listing of recent reports published by the Statistical Analysis 
Centers and provides the reader with a list of criminal justice reports available 
from the SACs. 

• Section V consists of two appendices. The address and telephone number of each 
Statistical Analysis Center are contained in Appendix A. The reader may request 
information about the research designs, findings, and other detailed project infor­
mation by contacting the appropriate agency and person. 

Appendix B contains a brief description oftheJustice Research and Statistics Associa­
tion and several products offered by JRSA. Among these are the Computerized 
Index to Data Sources (CIOS) from which this directory is drawn, and the IMPACT 
forecasting package.

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INTRODUCTION 

The Directory of Criminal Justice Issues in the States is a guide to criminal justice 
programs and policy research conducted by the state Statistical Analysis Centers 
(SACs). The Directory is presented as an aid to all who seek to identify sources of 
state criminal justice information. National policy makers will learn the major criminal 
justice issues under debate and analysis in the states. State policy makers will gain 
knowledge about the current activities of other states for the exchange of criminal 
justice information. Agencies interested in developing criminal justice libraries or 
resource materials will find this publication of special value, not only as a resource 
in its own right, but also forthe information it provides on available SAC publications. 

Located in almost every state, the SACs conduct objective analyses to meet critical 
planning needs and address statewide and systemwide criminal justice policy issues. 
These agencies contribute to viable, effective policy development through statistical 
services, research, evaluation, and policy analysis. 

The SAC program originated in 1972 as a component of the National Crimina! Justice 
Information and Statistics Service (NCJISS). Although some SACs are predominantly 
funded by their states, they continue to maintain a close working relationship with 
the U.S. Department of JustiCe, Bureau of Justice Statistics which supports special 
research and analysis activities. Since the advent of state funding, a majority of the 
agencies have taken a variety of titles. The generic term Statistical Analysis Center 
(SAC) is used throughout this directory for consistency's sake. 

In 1983, the staff of the Justice Research and Statistics Association (then called 
the Criminal Justice Statistics Association) first surveyed the SACs on the types 
of research and analytical activities in ,;vhich they were involved and developed a 
computerized index to state activities in criminal justice. The index (called Computer­
ized Index to Data Sources or CIDS) contains information on SAC research and 
activities, SAC reports, and characteristics of state automated data sets. Information 
from CIDS was compiled to publish the first Directory of Criminal Justice Issues in 
the States in June 1984, and it has been published annually since then. 

CIDS now contains information on SAC activities from 52 states and territories. This 
directory is a summary of the 1990 activities and publications of the SACs. 



THE MAJOR CRIMINAL JUSTICE ISSUES IN 1990 

The late 1980s and early 1990s have marked an era of dwindling resources, not only for the individual, but 
for all levels of government as well. Under these circumstances, it is especially important that decision 
makers receive accurate and reliable information when targeting criminal justice programs for the alloca­
tion of scarce resources. The SACs perform a critical role in public policy development by providing 
decision makers with information on crime and criminal justice data quality and availability as well as on 
substantive policy issues. Each year the SACs report on the criminal justice issues in which they are 
involved. Many SACs examine similar issues, indicating areas of national concern. An analysis of the 
criminal justice issues addressed by reported SAC activities across the nation reveals that certain issues 
are predominant. These issues span the entire criminal justice system and include police, courts, and 
corrections as well as juvenile delinquency, recidivism, and substance abuse. The following table presents 
issue areas studied by the SACs, and the number of states involved in each one from 1988 to 1990.

The development of a new classification scheme for SAC activities in 1990 resulted in alterations to the 
numbers of SAC activities in certain content areas. This new scheme created a distinction between 
standard statistical reporting versus focused topical research. This resulted in fewer entries per issue 
areas across the board. The lower numbers for 1989 and 1990, therefore, should not be interpreted as a 
downturn in SAC activities from 1988 and 1989. In addition, two categories have been added to the list 
of issues. A category of "corrections" was added because broad categories existed for other components 
of the criminal justice system including "police" (law enforcement) and "courts." Additionally, the "pris­
ons" category was added to allow a distinction between the work SACs do relating to jails and prisons. 
A third issue, "expenditure/budget," was added to reflect the emerging importance of this topic as a SAC 
analysis activity. This topic has become such an engaging one for SACs, that in 1990, only the second 
year it was included in the SAC Activities Survey, the number of agencies working on budget matters 
nearly doubled. 

As the Federal government increased the amount of funds available for drug control and system improve­
ment activities in fiscal year 1990, the states were able to expand their activities in the effort to eradicate 
drug-related crime, illustrating that this effort is not just a Federal one, but a national one being confronted 
on all levels of government. SACs continued to be involved in data collection and analysis of statistics 
in several areas including anti-drug task forces, drug offender processing, public attitude surveys, and 
crime labs. 

As a result of law enforcement efforts to reduce crime and the proliferation of drugs, the criminal justice 
system continues to see the population of those under its authority rise to new levels. Statistical Analysis 
Centers remain involved in c",rections-related issues including the analysis of trends in probation and 
parole, forecasting prison and jail populations, and examining alternatives to incarceration. Sentencing 
continued to be a major issue a~ 24 SACs examined matters such as sentencing alternatives and the 
effects of determinant sentencing on Co -'lwding in jails and prisons. 

Juvenile delinquency continued to receivE:' attention from the SACs as they studied several areas within 
the juvenile justice system including information systems; compliance with the Juvenile Justice Act 
mandating deinstitutionalization of juveniles from adult correction facilities; juvenile offenders; gangs 
and youth; and the effects of child abuse on criminality. 

As in the two preceding years, the issue studied by the most states concerned police. SACs studied police 
procedures, compiled police policies and training manuals, and examined law enforcement turnover 
among othpr police-related issues. Police issues are likely to stay in the spotlight as policy makers try to 
determine how best to utilize this most important resource in fighting crime and drug abuse. 

Because SACs address the major concerns of criminal justice decision makers, their activities serve as 
lead indicators of the most important criminal justice issues confronting the states and the nation. The 
following table provides a quick summary of the issues in which each state SAC is involved.

The SAC maintains and disseminates, through 
the Criminal Justice Archive, a 17-year data set 
of all 13,000 homicides in Chicago. In the last 
year, the Chicago Homicide Data Set was 
updated to include 25 years (1965 to 1989) and 
over 18,500 cases, and expanded and 
enhanced to include, for example, consistent­
ly-defined drug- and street gang-related data 
over all 25 years. The Authority has handled 
numerous requests from city and national 
researchers and policy makers for analysis of 
this data set.

Statistical Methods for Time Series 
Analysis and Projections 

For more than ten years, the Illinois Criminal 
Justice Authority has conducted research on 
practical issues in time series analysis and fore­
casting in criminal justice. It has published 
numerous reports, including How to Handle 
Seasonality: Introduction to the Detection and 
Analysis of Seasonal Fluctuation in Criminal 
Justice Time Series, Is Crime Seasonal?, Guide 
to Pattern Description of Time Series, and Is 
Crime Predictable? The SAC developed a soft­
ware package, Time Series Pattern Description 
(TSPAT) , a tool forthe initial exploration oftime 
series data and for communicating results to a 
general audience. TSPAT is in use in criminal 
justice agencies across the country. Working 
with staff of the Cook County Jail, the SAC 
used IMPACT to estimate the size of the jail 
population if the "Jail I-Bond" program, which 
releases inmates on recognizance, had not 
been in effect, and has two forthcoming reports 
on thi!' issue. The Illinois SAC publishes annual 
forecasts of offenses and arrests (by area of 
the state, age group, and specific crime type), 
and is currently conducting an evaluation of 
projection methods to determine if it is possible 
to increase the accuracy of these predictions.

Justice Model 

The SAC developed a PC-D~S-based, discrete 
event simulation model for the adult correc­
tions system called JUSTICE. The model works 
with actual computerized records of prisoners 
and parolees to replicate the movement of 
offenders in the system. The key characteristics 
in the record of each offender (like offense and 
sentence) determine the flow of the offender 
through the system by triggering certain rules 
or laws (like parole eligibility) that affect the 
movement of the offender. Simulating the 
movement through the adult correctional sys­
tem of every inmate who is currently incarcer­
ated and of every inmate expected to enter 
prison forthe nextten years allows for accurate 
projections of the jail backlog, prison, and 
parole populations. The model also integrates 
a probation model using aggregate data to proj­
ect the probation population under supervi­
sion. Subroutines in the model, representing 
specific levels of detail, allow for comprehen­
sive "what if" systemic simulations. JUSTICE 
provides the SAC with the modeling capabili­
ties to generate policy options for elected offi­
cials. Projections from the model have already 
been used as the basis to fund increased diver­
sionary and prison capacities forthe Texas cor­
rectional system.
