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INTRORUCTION

The North Dakota Uniform Crime Report (UCR) Program was established in response to
the need for timely, accurate, and reliable reporting of the number and nature of crimes.
The data obtained through the UCR Program serve as a set of uniformly defined
criminal statistics for inter-agency, interstate, or national comparisons.

Crime_in North Dakota, 1992 is the result of a comprehensive analysis of the Uniform
Crime Reports. It is intended to serve as a summary of statistics on crime in the
counties and state of North Dakota and to provide legislators, government
administrators (state, county, and city), law enforcement officials, the judiciary, and the
generai public with the most complete, reliable information available on reported criminal
activity in North Dakota.

North Dakota law enforcement agencies may report UCR data in two ways.

Summary Reporting is a tally system of reporting the number of crime index offenses
and arrests for each month. The summary system has been in place for many years.

Incident Based Reporting uses a standard incident form to collect data on each incident
reported to the agency. This system collects more detailed information than is collected
using summary reporting. Some examples of data collected are: type of incident;
where and when the incident took place; victim characteristics; suspect/arrestee
characteristics; and property involved in the incident.

In order to continue the statistical time series begun with summary reporting, computer
programs were written to extract summary data from the incident data reported. Crime
in North Dakota, 1992 is a report on summary data. In the future, reports utilizing the
more detailed incident data will be published.

Data collection, report preparation and publication of this report is supported by a grant from the
Bureau of Justice Statistics, U.S. Department of Justice.
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NORTH DAKOTA CRIME SUMMARY, 1992

In 1992, 18,382 crime Index offenses were reported by local law enforcement agencies. This Is an increase
of 8 percent from the total of 17,021 reported in 1991.

Crime index offenses include: murder/non-negligent manslaughter; forcible rape; robbery; aggravated
assaulit; burglary; larceny/theft; and motor vehicle theft.

The Census Bureau estimate of North Dakota’s population in 1992 was 636,000. The index crime rate per
100,000 population for 1992 was 2890.3. The index crime rate for 1991 was 2680.5.

The total number of reported violent index crimes (murder, rape, robbery, and aggravated assault) was
552. This represents an increase of 38 percent from the total of 401 reported in 1991.

Violent crime accounted for 3 percent of total index crimes reported in 1992.

Collectively, property crimes (burglary, larceny/theft, motor vehicle theft) increased 7 percent from 16,620
offenses in 1991 to 17,830 reported in 1992,

Ninety-seven percent of index crimes reported in North Dakota were property crimes.
The 14,452 larcenyithefts reported in 1992 accounted for 79 percent of total index crimes.

Over 11.2 million dollars worth of property was reported lost to crime in 1992 with 23 percent of that
amount reported as recovered by law enforcement officlals.

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NORTH DAKOTA UCR PROGRAM

The North Dakota Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program Involves the collection, compilation, and
analysis of crime and arrest statistics reported by the various local law enforcement agencies throughout
the state. Forty-nine sheriff's offices and 41 police departments reported to the UCR program in 1992.

Law enforcement agencies may report UCR data in two ways:

INCIDENT BASED REPORTING: Law enforcement agencies use a standard incident form to collect data
on each incident reported to their agency. This form collects much more detailed information than is
collected using summary reporting. Data collected includes: type of incident; where and when the
incident took place; victim characteristics; suspect/arrestee characteristics; property involved in the
incident; etc. Eighty agencies reported incident data for all or part of 1992. (Several agencies reported
summary data for part of the year then switched to incident-based reporting.)

In order to continue the statistical time-series begun with summary reporting, computer programs were
written to extract summary data from the incident data reported. Crime in North Dakota, 1992 is a report
on summary data. In the future, reports utilizing the more-detailed incident data will be published.

SUMMARY REPORTING: Law enforcement agencies use a tally system to report the number of crime
index offenses and arrests for each month. Ten law enforcement agencies reported summary data for the
full year of 1992,

The federal counterpatrt of the North Dakota UCR program is the National UCR program under the direction
of the FBI. The UCR Program has been used nationally and in North Dakota for many years to measure the
extent, distribution, and fluctuation of crime through the crime Index. The crime index Is not an absolute
measure, but rather an indication of the amount and type of crime occurring in any given jurisdiction. The
index is composed of seven crimes recognized as the most serious crimes in our soclety and the most
frequently reported to law enforcement. The seven crimes are subclassified as follows:

VIOLENT CRIME: Murder/Non-Negligent Manslaughter
Rape
Robbery
Aggravated Assault

PROPERTY CRIME: Burglary
Larceny/Theft
Motor Vehicle Theft

Federally, a Modified Crime Index is also calculated. This includes arson as the fourth property crime and
the eighth index offense. Data on arson is not included in this report.

Prior to an offense becoming recorded in the UCR program, it must first be brought to the attention of local
law enforcement officials and then must be reported by these local agencies to the UCR program.
Therefore, the UCR program can only reflect crime indirectly in its reports as the statistics gathered in the
program are based on reported offenses only. No one can state precisely how much crime goes
unreported each year. Reporting of crimes depends on several factors, including actual perception of an
act as being a crime, the probability of loss of status for reporting (as in cases of rape), and the perceived
probability of action on the part of the law enforcement agency contacted.

Several types of data are gathered, including:

Qffenge Data
- The number of known erime index offenses
- Type and value of stolen property
- Additional information on homicides and arsons
- Law enforcement officers killed or assaulted
Arrest and Clearance Data

- Numbers and types of index offenses cleared

- Numbers and types of index offenses cleared involving juveniles
- Number of persons arrested by offense

- Characteristics of persons arrested (age, sex, race)

To allow for comparison among several geographic and/or jurisdictional areas with differing populations, or
to allow comparison across time of an area undergoing population fluctuations, the UCR program provides
for the calculations of crime rates to remove any potential biases created by population differences. Since
a rate relates the incidence of activity to population, It is possible to measure annual fluctuations in criminal
activity by comparing rates of crime reported In any given year with those reported in other years.
Federally, UCR crime index rates are calculated based on the number of reported offenses per 100,000
population.

VIOLENT CRIME

Violent crime includes the offenses of murder/non-negligent manslaughter, forcible rape,
robbery, and aggravated assault. See Appendix A for UCR definitions of these and other
index offenses.

In 1992, 552 vialent crimes were reported in North Dakota. This is a 38 percent increase
from the 1991 total of 401 offenses.

Violent crime totaled 3 percent of reported index crimes in North Dakota.

Nationaliy, the FBI reported that violent crires were approximately 13 percent of total
index offenses. See Appendix F for information regarding violent crime rates reported in

Crime in the United States, 1992.

Figure 2 below illustrates the yearly totals of violent crimes reported in North Dakota for
the period of 1973 through 1992. See Appendix E for yearly totais and rates of violent
crime.

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MURDER/NON-NEGLIGENT MANSLAUGHTER

The UCR program defines Murder/Nen-Negligent Manslaughter as
the "willful killing of one human being by another." Attempts to
murder, assauits to murder, suicides, accidental deaths, justifiable
homicides, and deaths caused by gross negligence are not
included in this category.

e Fifteen murder/non-negligent manslaughters were known to the North Dakota UCR
program in 1992,

o Twelve of the 15 victims were adults and 10 were male.

e Eight victims were slain with firearms. Four victims died as the result of knife wounds, 2
died from blows with blunt objects, and one child died of head injuries.

e Information regarding relationship between the victim and offeinder was not available for
cne incident in 1992. Of those cases in which reiationship was reported, 13 of 14 victims
knew their assailant(s).

@ The 1992 state murder/non-negligent manslaughter rate is 2.4 per 100,000 population.
The FB! estimates the national murder rate for 1992 at 9.3 per 100,000 inhabitants.

® In 1991, 11 deaths due to this offense were reported. The resulting murder/non-negligent
manslaughter rate was 1.7 per 100,000 population.

e Figure 3 below presents the yearly murder/non-negligent manslaughter totals for the
period 1973-1992. Data prior to 1978 does not include deaths occurring on the state’s
reservations. While law enforcement officials on the reservations do not report crime data
to the UCR program, any known homicides are included in our state total.

FORCIBLE RAPE

The UCR program defines Forcible Rape as "carnal knowledge of a
female forcibly and against her will." Assauits to rape, attempts to
commit rape by force or threat of force are included. Carnal
abuse, statutory offenses (no force -- victim under age of
consent), and other sex offenses are not inciuded.

8 [n 1992, 162 forcible rapes were reported to local law enforcement in North Dakota. This
is an increase of approximately 35 percent from the 1991 total of 120 offenses.

e Of the forcible rape offenses, 157 were rapes by force and 5 were reported as assaullts or
attempts to rape.

e Figure 4 is a graph of yearly totals for reported rapes during the period 1973 through
1992. See Appendix E for yearly totals and rates of forcible rape.

e Since the UCR definition states that victims of rape must be female, the rate of occurrence
for reported rapes is calculated based only on the female population. The Census
Bureau's 1992 population estimate for North Dakota is 636,000. The number of females is
approximately half of that figure. The resulting rate is 50.9 reported rapes per 100,600
females in 1992, compared with 37.8 per 100,000 females in 1991. Nationally, the FBI's
UCR statistics estimate a forcible rape rate of 84 per 100,000 females.

e In North Dakota, forcible rape accounted for about 29 percent of violent index crimes and
0.9 percent of total index crimes reported. Murder/non-negligent manslaughter and
robbery are the only offenses which have smaller percentages, accounting for 0.1 percent
and 0.3 percent of total index offenses, respectively.

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ROBBERY

Robbery is defined by the UCR program as "the taking or attempt-

ing to take anything of value from the care, custody or control of a

person or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or by
putting the victim in fear."

o Fifty-three robberies were reported in North Dakota in 1992, an increase of 13 percent
from the 47 reported in 1991.

e Figure 5 presents reported robberies totals each year for the twenty-year period
1973-1992.

@ The 1992 robbery rate was approximately 8.3 per 100,000 population as compared with
7.4 per 100,000 population in 1991. The 1992 national robbery rate was estimated at
263.6 per 100,000 inhabitants.

o The value of property reported stolen in robberies in North Dakota was $31,415,
compared with $22,989 in 1991.

e The average robbery in 1992 invoived $593 worth of property.

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e The UCR program categorizes robberies both by type of weapon used and place of
occurrence. Table 4 provides a breakdown by type of weapon used. About 25 percent
of the reported robberies involved the use of personal weapons (hands, fists, feet, etc.).
Firearms were used in 26 percent of the incidents.

e Nationally, firearms were used in 40 percent of robberies and another 40 percent involved
strong-arm tactics. Knives and other dangerous weapons were used in 11 and 9 percent
of robberies, respectively.

e Table 5 presents a breakdown of robberies by place of occurrence for North Dakota in

1992,

AGGRAVATED ASSAULT

The UCR program defines Aggravated Assault as "an unlawfui
attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting
severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assatilt is usually
accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to
produce death or great bodily harm. Attempts are included since
it is not necessary that an injury result when a gun, knife, or other
weapon is used which could and probably would result in serious
personal injury if the crime were successfully completed.”

® [n 1992, 322 aggravated assaillts were reported in North Dakota. In 1891, 223 aggravated
assaults were reported.

e The aggravated assault rate for North Dakota in 1992 was 50.6 per 100,000 population.
The FBI estimated a national aggravated assault rate of 441.8 per 100,000 population.

e Figure 6 illustrates the yearly totals of aggravated assaults for the period 1973-1992. See
Appendix E for yearly totals and rates for aggravated assaults.

¢ Table 7 on the following page is a percentage distribution of the types of weapons used in
aggravated assaullts.

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e Approximately 53 percent of reported aggravated assaults in North Dakota in 1992
involved the use of personal weapons (hands, fists, feet, etc.). Firearms were used in
approximately 6 percent of the total aggravated assaults.

¢ Nationally, 31 percent of aggravated assaults involved the use of blunt objects or other
dangerous weapons. Twenty-six percent of aggravated assaults involved personal
weapons, 25 percent involved firearms and 18 percent involved the use of a knife.

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PROPERTY CRIME

e Property crime Includes the offenses of burglary, larceny/theft, and motor vehicle theft.

e In 1992 the total number of property crimes reported was 17,830. This is an increase of 7
percent from the 1991 total of 16,620 offenses.

¢ Property crime accounts for approximately 97 percent of the index offenses reported in
North Dakota.

e Figure 7 presents property crime totals in North Dakota for the period from 1973 through
1992. See Appendix E for yearly totals and rates for property crime.

BURGLARY

The UCR program defines burglary as the "unlawful entry of &
structure to commit a felony or theft. The use of force to gain
entry is not required to classify an offense as burgiary." Burglaries
are classified into three categories: forcible entry, unlawfui entry
where no force is used, and atiempted forcible entry.

e In 1992, 2,435 burglaries were reported to the UCR program. This is a € percent
increase from the total of 2,305 reported in 1991.

e Figure 8 illustrates burglary totals each year for the period of 1973 through 1992. See
Appendix B for more information on the number of reported burglaries and rate of
occurrence for each reporting jurisdiction.

e The rate of burgiaries based on population is 382.9 per 100,000 inhabitants for 1892, as
compared with 363.0 per 100,000 in 1991. Nationally, the estimated burglary rate for 1992
Is 1168 per 100,000 population.

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e The UCR program also ciassifies burglaries by the time and location. Table 8 below
presents this breakdown.

e Approximately 57 percent were burdlaries of non-residences. Sixty percent of the
burglaries occurred at night.

o Table 9isa percent distribution of total burglaries reported by type of entry.

o Over 60 percent of burglaries involved forcible entry.

e The average burglary involved $851 worth of property.

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LARCENY/THEFT

The UCR program defines larceny/theft as the "unlawful taking,
carrying, leading or riding away of property from the possession
or constructive possession of another. It includes crimes such as
shoplifting, pocket-picking, purse-snatching, thefts from motor
vehicles, thefts of motor vehicle parts and accessories, bicycle
thefis, etc., in which no use of force, violence or fraud occurs. In
the Uniform Crime Reporting Program, this crime category does
not include embezziement, "con" games, forgery, and worthiess
checks. Motor vehicle theft is also excluded from this category
inasmuch as it is a separate crime index offense."

e Atotal of 14,452 larceny/thefts were reported in North Dakota in 1992, Thisisa 7
percent increase from the 1991 total of 13,543.

e Thelarceny/theft rate per 100,000 population was 2272.3 compared to 2132.8 in 1991.
e Nationally, the FBI estimated larceny/theft rate for 1992 was 3103 per 100,000 population.
# The average dollar value per offense increased from $348 in 1991 to $462 in 1992,

e Larceny/thefts accounted for 78.6 percent of the total index offenses reported and
amounted to approximately 60 percent of the total value of stolen property.

@ The total reported larceny/thefts in North Dakota each year from 1973 through 1992 is
illustrated in Figure 9.

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® A percentage distribution of reported larceny/thefts is presented in Table 11. The largest
single category of reported larceny/thefts was thefts from motor vehicles with nearly 21
percent of the total. Approximately 26 percent of all larcenyjthefts reported in North Da-

kota fall into the "All other" category.

e The UCR program classifies larceny/theft offenses by the dollar values involved. See

Table 12.

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MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT

Motor vehicle theft is defined by the UCR program as "the theft or
attempted theft of a motor vehicle, this offense category includes
the stealing of automohiles, trucks, buses, motorcycles,
motorscooters, snowmobiles, etc. The definition excludes the
taking of a motor vehicle for temporary use by those persons
having lawful access."

@ A total of 943 motor vehicle thefts were reported in 1992. This is an increase of 22
percent from the 1991 total of 772.

e The resulting motor vehicle theft rate for North Dakota is 148.3 per 100,000 population. A
national motor vehicle theft rate estimate of 631.5 per 100,000 population was reported in
Crime in the United States, 1992.

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CLEARANCES

The UCR program defines an offense as "cleared” by law enforcement when "at
least one person is arrested, charged with the commission of the ofiense, and
turned over to the court for prosecution. Several crimes may be cleared by the
arrest of one person, while the arrest of many persons may clear only one
offense. lLaw enforcement agencies may clear a crime by exceptional means
when some element beyond law enforcement control precludes the placing of
formali charges against the offender. Examples of circumstances allowing such
clearances are the death of the offender (suicide, justifiably killed by police or
private citizen, ete.); the victim’s refusal to cooperate with prosecution after the
offender has been identified; or the denial of extradition.”

e Approximately 26 percent of the reported index offenses were reported cleared In North

Dakota in 1992.

e In North Dakota, approximately 6C percent of total violent index crimes reported to the
UCR program were reported cleared in 1992. Clearance rates for violent crimes ranged
from 46 percent for forcible rape to 100 percent for murder/non-negligent manslaughter.

@ Approximately 25 percent of the total property index crimes were reported cleared in
1992, Clearance rates for the individual property crimes range from 18 percent for

burglary to 40 percent for motor vehicle theft.

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ARRESTS

e Although primarily an indication of iaw enforcement activity, the number of arrests
reported does provide a limited profile of the perpetrators of crime, especially for those
crimes which have high clearance rates. Differing arrest practices, policies and
enforcement emphases among agencles influence the volume of arrests for various
offenses, particularly those against public order such as vagrancy, disorderly conduct,
and related violations. However, arrests for serious crimes, e.g., robbery or burglary, are
more likely to be consistent and uniform throughout all jurisdictions across the state.

® The UCR program requires that an arrest be counted on each separate occasion an
individual is taken into custody. Although several charges may be lodged against a
person at the time of the arrest, only one arrest is counted for each separate time the
individual Is taken into custody.

e North Dakota law enforcement agencies reported 26,483 arrests in 1992. A total of 25,532
arrests were reported in 1991.

e In 1992, approximately 28 percent of total arrests were arrests of juveniles.
e Seventy-five percent of total arrests were males.

e Abolit 2 percent of total arrests were reported without age information.

e Juveniles were arrested most often for larceny/theft.

o The offense committed most often by adult maies was driving under the influence. Aduit
females were arrested most often for fraud. See Appendix G for arrest information by age,
sex and offense.

e Only 4,575, or 17 percent, of the reported arrests were arrests for crime index offenses.
Approximately 55 percent, or 2,506, of these were arrests of juveniles. In 1991, 53
percent of arrests for crime index offenses were arrests of juveniles.

@ The 9,190 reported arrests for DUI and liquor law violations represents approximately 35
percent of the total arrests reported in the state of North Dakota in 1992. Arrests for DUI
increased 3 percent from 4,607 in 1991 to 4,745 in 1992, Liquor law violation arrests
decreased slightly from 4,448 reported in 1991 to 4,445 reported in 1992.

@ Table 21 reviews arrests reported in 1992 in terms of racial category. Approximately 88
percent of total arrests were white, about 10 percent were Native American.

o These statistics are provided by local law enforcement agencies which contribute to the
North Dakota UCR program. No arrest figiires for reservations in the state are included in
these totals. Tribal law enforcement agencles currently do not patticipate in the UCR
program.

® This section presents index crime rates calculated for each judicial district to provide for
ready comparison with data on court caseloads published annually by the state court
administrator.

e Geographic size and population size seem to impact reported crime most significantly
when a relatively large population is grouped into a relatively small geographical area, as
in the cases of the East Central and Northeast Central Judicial Districts.

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RURAL-URBAN CRIME DISTRIBUTION

e The "urban" areas of the state, for purposes of this analysis, are defined as those cities

which have populations of 2,500 or greater and report directly to the UCR program. If
the population of a city which has been considered "urban® in the past drops below
2,500, they are no longer included as “urban" and become part of the "rural” analysis.
Conversely, if a city's population increases to 2,500 or greater, they are no longer
considered "rural" and are included as part of the "urban” analysis.

The cities included as "urban" for 1982 include: Beulah; Bismarck; Devils Lake; Dickinson;
Fargo; Grand Forks; Grafton; Hazen; Jamestown; Mandan; Minot; Rugby; Valley City;
Wahpeton; West Fargo and Williston. Total urbian population for 1992 is 315,863. Since
the police department in Wahpeton did not report UCR data in 1992, estimates were made
for that agency.

While 50 percent of the state’s population is “rural®, the rural areas contributed only 17
percent of the total index crimes reported in 1992.

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Appendix A

OFFENSES IN UNIFORM CRIME REPORTING

Offenses in Uniform Crime Reporting are divided into two groupings designated as Part | and Part
Il crimes. information on the number of Pait | offenses known to law enforcement, the number
cleared by arrest or exceptional means, and the number of persons arrested is reported monthly.
Arrest data are reported for Part | and Part Il offenses. The Crime Index is composed of offenses
1-7 with the exception as noted in item 1 below.

NOTE: The classifications of these offenses for UCR reporting purposes are based on law
enforcement investigation as opposed to determination by a court, medical examiner, jury, or
other judicial hearing.

PART I OFFENSES:

1.

CRIMINAL HOMICIDE

a. Murder and non-negligent manslaughter:
The willful (non-negligent) killing of one human being by another. Deaths caused by
negligence, attempts to kill, assaults to kill, suicides, accidental deaths, and justifiable

homicides are excluded. Justifiable homicldes are limited to: (1) the killing of a felon by a
law enforcement officer in the line of duty; and (2) the killing of a felon by a private citizen.

b. Manslaughter by negligence:

The killing of ancther person through gross negligence. Excludes traffic fatalities. While
manslaughter by negligence Is a Part | crime, it is not included in the Crime Index.

FORCIBLE RAPE

The carnal knowledge of a female forcibly and against her will. Inciuded are rapes by force
and attempts or assaults to rape. Statutory offenses (no force used -- victim under age of
consent) are excluded.

ROBBERY

The taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a
person or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or putting the victim in fear.

AGGRAVATED ASSAULT
An unlawful act by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggra-

vated bodily injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by
means likely to produce death or great bodily harm. Simple assaults are excluded.

BURGLARY

Breaking or entering. The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or theft. Attempted
forcible entry is included.

LARCENY/THEFT

The unlawiful taking, carrying, leading, or riding away of property from the possession or
constructive possession of another. Examples are thefts of bicycles or automobile accesso-
ries, shoplifting, pocket-picking, or the stealing of any property or article which is not taken
by force and viclence or by fraud. Attempted larcenies are included. Embezzlement, "con®
games, forgery, worthless checks, etc., are excluded.

MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT

The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. A motor vehicle is self-propelled and runs on
the surface and not on rails. Specifically excluded from this category are motorboats, con-
struction equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment.

Arson

Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a
dwelling house, public building, motor vehicle, personal property of another, etc.

OTHER ASSAULTS (SIMPLE)

Assaults or attempted assaults where no weapon was used cr which did not resuilt in serious
or aggravated injury to the victim.

FORGERY AND COUNTERFEITING

Making, altering, uttering, or possessing, with intent to defraud, anything false which is made
to appear true. Attempts are included.

FRAUD

Fraudulent conversion and obtaining money or property by false pretenses. Included are
larceny by bailee and bad checks except forgeries and counterfeiting.

EMBEZZLEMENT

Misappropriation or misapplication of money or property entrusted to one’s care, custody, or
control.

Buying, receiving, or possessing stolen propeity, including attempts.

Willful or malicious destruction, Injury, disfigurement, or defacement of any public or private
propetty, real or personal without consent of the owner or person having custody or control.
