Race: Numbers are estimates.
Virginia

Virginia provided counts as of January 1,
1996.

Other unconditional releases: Administra-
tive releases and some commutations.

Conditional releases, supervised
mandatory releases and paroles:
Releases to detainer and transfers
to other jurisdictions.

Other releases: Inmates released to
appeal/bond and other administrative
releases.

Other race: Includes persons of Hispanic
origin and all other persons whose race is
unspecified.

Washington

Escapees and AWOL prisoners: Counted
as a single category.

Other unconditional releases: Vacated
sentences.

Total population, jurisdiction and custody:
Most inmates with a maximum sentence of
1 year or less are housed in county jails.

Other race: Inmates of mixed racial origin.
West Virginia

West Virginia revised its December 31,
1994, jurisdiction count.

Jurisdiction population, unsentenced:
Includes unsentenced inmates who were
previously included in inmates with more
than 1 year maximum sentence.

Wisconsin

Admissions and releases counts: An un-
determined number of admissions and re-
leases are not reported; therefore, when
admissions are added to the January 1
population and releases are subtracted,
the total does not equal the December 31
population.

Other admissions: Includes 893 men and
116 women temporarily returned to prison
without a formal revocation; 79 men and 5
women returned pending revocation hear-
ings; 4 men with no Wisconsin sentence;

Escapees and AWOL prisoners: Counted
as a single category.

Other race: The Wyoming "Hispanic"
category.
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
