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Preface 

The 1984 Census of state Adult 
Correctional Facilities is the third In 
a quinquennial series that was au­
thorized by the Omnibus Crime 
Control and Safe Streets Act of 
1968, as amended (42 U.S.C. 3732). 
Earlier censuses were conducted in 
1974 and 1979. 

The findings of this report were 
made possible through the patience 
and cooperation of the administra­
tors in correctional institutions and 
Departments of Corrections through­
out the country. BJS hopes that 
these data will be useful to Federal, 
State, and local correctional admin­
istrators, researchers, and prac­
titioners in assessing the needs of 
State correctional facilities. 

The 1984 Census of State Correc­
tional Facilities collected datil on 
facilities, inmates, programs, staff, 
and expenditures for State-operated 
confinement and community-based 
correcti~nal facilities throughout the 
country. The reference date for 
the census was June 30, 1984. An­
nual data are for the fiscal year as 
defined by each facility. 

This report is divided into three 
sections. Section I (tables 1-4) 
provides a national overview of 
facilities and inmates/residents. 
Section II (tables 5-12) includes data 
on confinement facilities and in­
mates by security level of facility, 
size, sex of inmates housed, and fa­
cility functions. Section III (tables 
13-32) describes confinement and 
community-based facilities by region 
and State. 

The following findings illustrate 
the information that readers can 
derive from the tables In this report.

Overview 

• L 

49 A total of 395,309 inmates/resi­
dents were housed In 903 State­
operated corrElctional facilities at 
midyear 1984 (table 1). Of these 
facilities, 77% were confinement 
facilities (prisons) and housed 97% of 
the inmates/residents. The re­
maining 23% were community-based 
facilities. 

" Within each region the percentages 
of all inmates/residents and of all 
facilities were similar. The South 
had 48% of all facilities and housed 
44% of all inmates/residents; the 
Midwest had 21% of all facilities and 
housed 20% of the inmates/residents; 
the West had 16% of all institutions 
and housed 18% of the Inmates/resi­
dents; and the Northeast had 15% of 
all facilities and h~used 17% of all 
Inmates/residents. 

.. Nearly 2 out of 3 confinement 
facilities housed fewer than 500 
inmates, ann lin 2 community-based 
facilities housed fewer than 50 resi­
dents. About 1 in 9 confinement. 
facilities housed 1,000 or more 
inmates. The remaining confinement 
facilities, about 1 in 5, housed 
between 500 and 999 inmates. 

o Approximately 92% of all con­
finement facilities served as general 
adult population confinement facili­
ties, 18% as reception and diagnostic 
facilities, and 16% as work release 
or prerelease facilities (table 2). 
Nearly all the community-based 
facilities served as work release or 
prerelease centers. 

• One in 4 confinement facilities was 
a maximum security institution, 
while virtually all the community­
based facilities were minimum 
security (table 3). About half the 
inmates in confinement facilities 
were medium custody, 36% were 
maximum custody, and 14% were 
minimum custody. Nearly all the 
residents in community-based 
facilities were minimum custody.

o On June 30, 1984, correctional 
employees numbered nearly 
145,000. Almost 95,000 of these 
employees performed custody/ 
security functions. Staff were pre­
dominantly male in both confinement 
facilities (8 in 10) and community­
based facilities (7 in 10) (table 4). 
However, in facilities housing WOllen 
only, more than two-thirds of the 
staff were female. 

Confinement facilities 
(prisons) 

Security level 

• Of the 694 confinement facilties, 
25% were maximum security and 
housed 44% of all inmates (table 5). 
By contrast, 35% of the facilities 
were minimum security and housed 
12% of all inmates. The remaining 
4096 were medium security and 
housed 44% of all inmates. 

• About 1 in 3 maximum security 
facilities housed 1,000 or more 
inmates, compared to fewer than 1 
in 6 medium security facilities and 1 
in 50 minimum security facilities. 

... 

• Minimum security facilities most 
often housed fewer than 500 inmates 
and held about 184 Inmates per facil­
ity. Medium security facilities held 
an average of 623 Inmates per 
facility, while maximum security 
facilities held an average of 950 
inmates per facility. Overall, each 
confinement facility held approx­
imately 550 inmates on the average. 

• Four times as many maximum se­
curity facilities (16%) as medium 
(4%) or minimum security facilities 
(4%) were 100 years old or older. 
Roughly 4 in 10 maximum security 
facilities were 50 years old or older, 
as compared to fewer than 3 In 10 
medium security facilities and 1 in 4 
minimum security facilities. On the 
other hand, twice as many maximum 
(27%) as minimum (13%) security 
facilities were less than 10 years old. 

Size of facility 

• Seventeen percent of facilities 
housing 1,000 or more Inmates were 
originally constructed at least 100 
years before the census. This was 
nearly twice as large as the corres­
ponding percentage for facilities 
housing between 500 and 999 Inmates 
(9%), and more than 4 times the 
percentage for facilities housing 
fewer than 500 inmates (4%) (table 
7). About 53% of the facilities 
housing 1,000 or more inmates were 
constructed at least 50 years prior to 
the census, as compared to 37% of 
the facilities housing between 500 
and 999 inmates and 23% of the 
facilities housing fewer than 50 
inmates.

• Thirty-four percent of confinement 
facilities housing between 500 and 
999 inmates were constructed within 
10 years of the census, compared to 
1896 of facilities housing fewer than 
500 inmates and 1396 of facilities 
housing 1,000 or mor.e inmates. 

• Regardless of facility size, roughly 
the same percentage of inmates in 
confinement facilities (between 2296 
and 2696) were involved in academic 
programs (table 8). 

Sex of inmates housed 

• Most confinement facilities (8896) 
housed males only. The remainder 
housed females only (7%) or inmates 
of both sexes (596) (table 9). 

• Similar percentages of facilities 
housing males only (3096), females 
only (3296), and inmates of both 
sexes (3596) were 50 years old or 
older. 

• About 2096 of the facilities that 
housed males only were less than 10 
years old at the time of the census, 
compared to 1596 of the facilities 
that housed females only and 2996 of 
the facilities that housed Inmates of 
both sexes. 

• About 4 in 5 facilities that held 
females only, 3 in 4 facilities that 
held inmates of both sexes, and 3 in 
5 facilities that held males only 
housed fewer than 500 inmates. 
Only one facility that held females 
only housed 1,000 or more inmates, 
compared with 98 facilities that held 
males only. 

,. On the average, facilities holding 
males only held twice the number of 
inmates per facility (568 inmates per 
facility) as facilities holding females 
only (275 inmates per facility). 

• Thirty-one percent of the inmates 
in facilities that housed females 
only, 2396 of the inmates in facilities 
that housed males only, and 1596 of 
the inmates in facilities that housed 
both sexes were enrolled in academic 
programs on June 30, 1984 (table 10). 

• The percentage of Inmates in voca­
tional training programs was similar 
in facilities housing males only 
(1096), females only (1396), or 
inmates of both sexes (1096). Simi­
larly, the extent of participation in 
prison industries varied little among 
facilities that housed males only 
(16%), females only (1496), or in­
mates of both sexes (19%). 
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Facilities and inmates 
by region and State -
Occupancy 

-
lot Confinement facilities were occu­
pied at about 11296 of design cgpac­
ity at midyear 1984 (table 14). 
Occupancy was highest among facili­
ties in the West (13396) and lowest in 
the South (10596). 

II On June 30, 1984, community­
based facilities were operating at 
approximately 10196 of design 
capacity. Facilities in the Northeast 
had the highest occupancy, 12496, 
and those in the West had the lowest, 
8896. 

Court orders or consent decrees 

• Nearly 1 in 4 confinement facili­
ties were under court order or 
consent decree for one or more 
conditions of confinement (tables 13, 
15). The proportion of facilities 
under court order was highest in the 
South (2996) and lowest in the 
Northeast (17%). 

• Confinement facilities were under 
court order or consent decree for 
crowding (1896), deficient medical 
services (1896), administrative or 
punitive segregation policies or prac­
tices (1496), staffing (1496), food 
service (1496), educlition and training 
(14%), grievance procedures (1496), 
and other reasons (17%). 

Years since original construction 

• Most confinement (7096) and 
community-based (6796) facilities 
were originally built less than 50 
years before the census (tables 5, 7, 
16). 

• Approximately 1 in 14 confinement 
facilities and 1 in 50 community­
based facilities were 100 years old or 
older. A larger percentage of con­
finement facilities In the Midwest 
(1496) and Northeast (1396) than In 
the West (596) or South (396) were 
lOG years old or older. 

• One in 5 confinement facilities and 
1 in 7 community-based facilities 
were originally l..!onstructed within 10 
years of the census. In the West 2596 
of all facilities had been constructed 

3Design capacity is the number of inmates 
which planners or architects intended for 
a facUlty. 
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during the 10 years preceding the 
census; in the South, 2296; in the 
Northeast, 13%; and in the Midwest, 
11%. 

Inmates 

@ Women accounted for 4% of the in­
mates in confinement faclliiies and 
896 of the residents in community­
based faclllties (table 13). 

• The population of confinement 
facilities consisted of 4696 black 
non-Hispanics, 43% white non­
Hispanics, 996 Hispanics of either 
race, and 296 other races, including 
Native Americans, Asians, or Pacific 
Islanders (tables 6, 8, 10, 12, 18). 

• White non-Hispanics were the 
largest group in the Midwest (5096) 
and West (4796). Black non-Hispanics 
were the predominant racial/ethnic 
group in the South (54%) and 
Northeast (5096). Hispanics made up 
2196 of the inmates in confinement 
facilities In the West, but 3% in the 
Midwest. Other races were 196 or 
less in all regions except the West, 
where they accounted for 696 of the 
total. 

• In community-based facilities 
white non-Hispanics were 4996, black 
non-Hispanics 4696, Hispanics 596, 
and other races less than 196 of the 
residents (table 19). 

• At midyear 1984 a total of 1,274 
Mariel Cubans and Haitians were 
held in State correctional facilities 
(table 20). Of these inmates 9596 
were in confinement facilities. A 
little more than half of these 
inmates were in the South. 

• About 296 of all inmates were 
under 18 years old (table 21). Nearly 
all (9896) the inmates under 18 years 
old were in confinement facilities, 
and almost half were in the South. 

• A total of 753 deaths occurred in 
State correctional facilities between 
July 1, 1983 and June 30, 1984 (table 
25). About 2 out Of 3 of these deaths 
were from illness or natural causes. 
There were 50 deaths because of 
AIDS. 

. 
Employees 

• Male staff outnumbered female 
staff in both confinement and 
community-based facUities in every 
occupational category except cleri­
cal workers. In that category women 
outnumbered men by 5 to 1 in 
confinement facilities and by 10 to 1 
in community-based facilities (tables 
4, 26, 27). 

• Custody/security employees were 
the largest group of staff in both 
confinement (66%) and community­
based (56%) facilities. This category 
constituted 62% of all confinement 
staff in the Midwest, 6496 in the 
Northeast, 6496 in the West, and 70% 
in the South. Similarly, custody/ 
security employees constituted 44% 
of all staff in community-based 
facilities in the West, 5596 in the 
Northeast, 5696 in the Midwest, and 
5996 in the South. 

• Approximately 7796 of the confine­
ment facility employees and 5896 of 
the community-based facility em­
ployees were white non-Hispanic as 
compared to 4396 of the inmates In 
confinement facilities and 4996 of 
the residents in community-based 
facilities who were white non­
Hispanic (tables 18, 19, 28). 

• Among full-time payroll employ­
ees, there were 4.1 inmates per 
custody/security employee in 
confinement facilities and 6.3 
inmates per custody/security 
employee in community-based 
facilities (tabh 30). For 
confinement facilities, the regions 
varied little from this national 
average, except in the Northeast 
where there were 3 inmates for each 
custody/security employee. In 
community-based facilities this ratio 
varied from as low as 4.6 residents 
per custody/security employee in the 
Northeast to as high as 7.3 inmates 
per custody/security employee in the 
South. 

Expenditures 

• Expenditures in confinement and 
community-based correctional facili­
ties totaled nearly $4.8 billion for 
the annual period ending June 30, 
1984 (tables 31, 32). Of this total, 
approximately $4.7 billion was spent 
on confinement facilities, and $109 
million, on community-based 
facilities. 

• Operating costs accounted for 8796 
of the total spent by confinement 
facilities and for 9796 spent by 
community-based facilities. New 
building construction, renovations, 
repairs, and other capital outlays for 
confinement facilities ranged from 
1096 of total spending in the West to 
1696 in the Northeast and, for 
community-based facilities, from 196 
in the Northeast to 596 in the South. 

• Annual operating expenditures 
averaged $11,302 per inmate in con­
finement facilities and $7,951 per 
resident in community-based 
facilities. These expenditures were 
lowest in the South and highest in 
the Northeast for both types of 
facilities. 
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Methodology -
The universe of facilities was de­

veloped from the Census of State 
Adult COJ:rectional Facilities con­
ducted in 1979. This list was revised 
using the 1984 American Correc­
tional Association Directory and 
information obtained from State 
correctional administrators. 

Questionnaires and two followup 
requests were mailed to facilities 
between July 1984 and January 
1985. Expenditure data were 
obtained from State Departments of 
Corrections. The final response rate 
for the census was 100%. 

Facilities were included in the 
census if they were staffed with 
State employees; housed primarily 
State prisoners; were physically, 
functionally. and administratively 
separate from other facilities; and 
were operational on the reference 
date, JUl'e 30, 1984. 

The census included the following 
State-operated adult correctional 
facilites: prisons; prison farms; 
reception, diagnostic, and 
classification centers; road camps; 
forestry and conservation camps; 
youthful offender facilities (except 
in California, where these facilities 
are counted in the Census of 
Juvenile Detention, Correctional and 
Shelter Facilities); vocational 
training facilities; drug and alcohol 
treatment facilities; and State­
operated jails in Alaska, 
Connecticut, Delaware, Hawaii, 
Rhode Island, and Vermont. 

Specifically excluded from the 
census were privately operated facil­
ities even if they housed State 
prisoners; Federal, local, and 
military institutions; and hospital 
wings and wards reserved for State 
prisoners. 

Correctional facilities were 
classified as community-based if 
50% or more of the residents were 
regularly permitted to depart un­
accompanied for work or study. 
These facilities included halfway 
houses, restitution centers, and 
prerelease, work release, and study 
release centers. Correctional 

:us 

facilities In which less than 50% of 
the inmates regularly left the premi­
ses unaccompanied were classified as 
confinement facilities. 

Because the census was a 
complete enumeration, the results 
were not subject to sampling error. 
Other types of errors, such as 
respondent misinterpretation and 
mistakes in processing or data 
presentation, were kept to a 
m:nimum through repeated manual 
)lUld computer edit checks.
